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In 1989 the World Wide Web (WWW) was invented by 
Sir Tim Berners-Lee. He was trying to find a new way 
for scientists to easily share the data from their experiments.
It connected the world in a way that was not possible before  
and made it much easier for people to get information, share 
and communicate.

Many people think that the internet and the World Wide Web are the same thing. While they are closely linked, they are very different systems. The internet is a huge network of computers all connected together. The WWW is a collection of webpages found on this network of computers.
Tim Berners-Lee was born in London, on 8 June 1955. He grew up in London. He wasn't very good at sports but he loved maths. When he was 11 He went to a school which was between two railway tracks, so he saw lots of trains and he started train-spotting. He also had a model railway in his bedroom. It was a long thin layout with a 4-track station in the middle, and on each side pairs of tracks going off into tunnels to actually loop back to each other. He made some electronic gadgets to control the trains. Then he ended up getting more interested in electronics than trains. Later on, when he was in college at Oxford studying physics, he made a computer out of an old television set.

Tim Berners-Lee is still a computer scientist. He leads the World Wide Web Consortium, which is an organization that looks after the World Wide Web. He is the author of the book Weaving the Web.
