Activity 1 – History
Have a little look back at all the work you did last week about Watson Fothergill. Have a look at the pictures of his buildings too. Design a house you’d like to live in in the style of Watson Fothergill. Don’t forget to include all the special features you learnt about last week. Add labels to your design.

Activity 2 – RE 
Last week you started learning about churches and you learnt about the font, candle, pulpit and organ. Can you tell an adult what you remember about them? 
You are going to learn about what happens at the altar in a church today. Watch the part 3 video and then write 4 or 5 sentences about the altar – what does it look like? Can you see where in the church it is? What happens there? Remember to write in full sentences, starting with a capital letter and ending with a full stop. Draw a picture of the altar.

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Activity 4: History - Communication around the world.

Can you remember the names of two famous people we learnt about in our Journeys topic? (Neil Armstrong & Roald Amundsen). Sir Tim Berners-Lee is a famous person who is still alive today. He invented the World Wide Web. Watch the clip to find out what the World Wide Web is:

You can use whatever drawing tools you like and you can choose the style of your picture. 
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
