Step 1: Decide on a fixed height to drop the fruit from (ensure you are standing on a flat and
stable surface)

Step 2: Make a small cross on the floor below your dropping point, with the masking tape

Step 3: Drop your fruit above the cross, at your fixed
height, one at a time

Step 4: Use your metre ruler to measure how far from
the cross each fruit has travelled

Step 5: Carefully record all your results in a table
Step 6: Repeat the investigation, but this time place
the electric fan about half way up the height of your
dropping point (on 2 desk will work well, and pointing

to where your fruit wil fall. Make sure it is switched
on and a the same speed each time

Step 7: Carefully record all your results in a table
